Residents Parking Permit.
General.

Residents Parking Permits are only issued to residents who are either living on or in a Disc or a Paid Parking area of Cobh and do not have “off street” parking available to them.

The Permit, once issued, entitles the owner of the vehicle listed, to park on either the street or within the area, so specified upon the Permit, without having to display a Valid Parking Disc or Valid Pay Parking Ticket.

Residents Parking Permits will be valid for a period of 12 months. The yearly fee for a Residents Parking Permit is €25.00. 

Your Application must be accompanied by your Vehicle Registration Certificate, your Driving Licence, a completed Statutory Declaration Form, the application fee and documentation proving your residency (see below). 
Applications will not be considered without these documents.

Once Issued the Permit must be clearly displayed, on the windscreen of your vehicle, whenever it is parked either on the street or within the area specified upon the Permit. The vehicle must be parked in a legal and safe manner at all times. Failure to do so may result in a fine being issued.
Fines issued or imposed for parking offences, other than non-display of a Valid Parking Disc or Valid Pay Parking Ticket, within the specified street or area, will not be covered by the Residents Parking Permit.

Replacement Permits will be issued in regard to either a change of motor vehicle, change of address (within disc parking boundaries) or where a permit has been lost. 

Where a replacement Permit is required it will only be issued for the unexpired period of the previous Permit, and solely upon completion of a new Application Form, payment of an administration fee of €5.00 and surrender of the old Residents Parking Permit (except where the permit has been lost).

Proof of residency should be supplied using the following five documents, however, where the applicant is already on the “Register of Electors”, at the address the Permit is required for, only the first four must be provided. 
All documents must show the address that the permit is required for!

1. Vehicle Registration Certificate [for the applicable vehicle],
2. Your Driving Licence,

3. a utility bill (i.e. Eircom, ESB, Bank Statement, Mobile Phone Bill or a letter form your landlord) [dated within the last two months],

4. a completed ‘Statutory Declaration Form’, and

5. a completed ‘Application for Registration’, to the Register of Electors.

Please note that: Proof of residency is required upon your initial application and each year thereafter.
